A Guide on the Role of a Team Captain

· Read League’s rules as set out in the Green Hand Book. In particular, see Section 7 on Matches that covers issues such as start times and finish times, delays in starting, format of matches and who decides the courts are fit for play after rain etc (answer - the Home Captain). Section 8 covers what constitutes a match result.

· Confirm availability of team players for each match and ensure:

· Players aware of  Venue and Start time. 

· For Home they bring ‘tea for two’ (and the Captain should bring the milk).

· For Away Matches, agree travel arrangements. 

· For Home matches ensure match balls are available with Paul Gardner.

· Have a score card with you for all matches.

· On completion of the match, the score card should be signed by both captains and sent to the League Secretary as soon as possible. A copy of the result card for all matches(or the ‘flimsy’ score card) should be passed to me by leaving it pinned on the Notice Board.

· Collect match fees (£2 per person for both Home and Away matches) and pass to Treasurer or a Committee Member. Include a note indicating the specific Team and Match with amount collected (this should always be £12 per match). Match fees can also be left in the secure box in cupboard under the floodlight timing boxes.

· At the conclusion of the match and following supper, ensure the washing up is done, tables and chairs are put away and the pavilion is left tidy. Please ensure to check that all lights are switched off and the Pavilion is locked.

· If a fixture can not be played due to poor weather, notify the relevant Match Secretary so that a rearranged date can be agreed with the opposition. When poor weather is anticipated a decision on not playing the match can be agreed by the two club team captains via telephone at a suitable time to prevent unnecessary travel. However, if in doubt, it is better to travel to the venue (home and away) in case of improving conditions that then permits the match to be played to a stage that provides a result in accordance with the League’s Rules.

Finally,

· It is important to note that once a match is agreed in the Fixture List (and especially if confirmed with the opposition club) is not normally our approach to agree to, or to seek any re- arrangement of the match even if this is due to our own lack of player availability etc. Given the number of teams we have in the league and the limited availability of free dates, we need to play as many matches as possible on the agreed dates. We therefore need to ensure that we field a team.  Failure to fulfil a fixture means the team is automatically relegated.

But above all enjoy all the matches.
